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Introduction
This document sets out our indicative charges for new connection services for 2025-26.

Each year, we review our approach to charging for new connection services to ensure that
they are consistent with Ofwat’s Charging Rules for New Connection services?, and reflect
the latest available information.

The key changes made this year are as follows:

o We have removed income offset from the calculation of infrastructure charges (Tables 8-
1 and 8-2). Ofwat has said this should not be applied for any connection entered into
from April 2025.

¢ We have updated our presentation of sewerage infrastructure charges (Table 8-2) to
reflect the environmental incentive for committing to zero surface water discharge into
our network. We now present the credit that would apply by claiming this environmental
incentive, rather than the net infrastructure charge that would be paid in such
circumstances. This provides consistency of presentation with Ofwat’s forthcoming
common framework for environmental incentives, as well as with our water infrastructure
charges, and has not affected the level of our charges.

e To ensure our charges continue to reflect the specific work involved in installing a new
connection, we have introduced new charges which include:

¢ Enabling a smart meter where this is installed instead of a basic meter (Table 4-2).

e An out of hours working fee, to recover our costs when it is not possible for us to
deliver a S45 service connection in normal business hours (Table 4-2).

e Customer requested return visits to complete a S45 service connection (Table 4-2).

Across all our charges, we continue to review the underlying labour and materials rates for
both contestable and non-contestable elements of new connections work, and update our
charges where appropriate. This is required to ensure that we recover the full costs of
provision going forwards, and that our charges remain cost-reflective.

We forecast that these changes will result in the cost of delivering the connections set out in
Ofwat’'s Common Worked Examples increasing by more than 10%. While this varies by
scenario, the removal of the income offset generally accounts for the majority of the
increase. We will publish a full statement of significant change when our final charges are
confirmed, setting out the changes for each of Ofwat’s scenarios.

In the meantime, we have allocated time for informal discussions on these indicative charges
on Wednesday 11 December, 10-12am.

We are committed to being fully transparent in the process of setting our charges. This
publication ensures that we are providing full and early visibility of what we are expecting to
charge over 2025-26. However, these are indicative charges only and should not be relied
on. Our final charges will be published no later than 1 February 2025 and will likely vary from
these indicative charges as a result of final inflation figures and any other new information
that becomes available before publication.

We also note that Ofwat has issued a statutory consultation on changing its Charging Rules
for New Connection services, to take effect from 1 April 20252, Ofwat has said that it will
issue revised rules as soon as possible after 9 December. Any confirmed changes to its
Charging Rules (and associated Common Terms and Worked Examples) will be reflected in
our final charges published by 1 February 2025.

At the time of our publication, there are a range of permit fees: £0-£130 for up to 10
days work and for road closures: £74-£345 depending on the highway authority and the type
of road.

Additionally for road closures, the council charges to apply a Temporary Traffic Restriction
Order (TTRO). At the time of publication, examples are: Devon £865 and Bristol £2,177.
Please visit your council website for further details and their terms and conditions which we
will pass through.

If you need any assistance finding Highways or Council permit fees, please contact us.

Where you require an expedited acceleration of the approvals of a road closure, where
applicable and permitted by the relevant Highways Authority, a separate charge will be
invoiced as a pass-through cost (currently costs vary to approx £1000). In such cases, the
timing of the approval of the road closure remains at the discretion of the Highways
department and is not guaranteed.

Water supply requisitions and water main diversions

Where you requisition a water supply main or request a water supply main diversion (under
sections 41 or 185 of the Water Industry Act 1991) we will offer you a price for the scheme based
on the fixed charges set out in the charging arrangements if it is reasonable for us to do so.

Where the included works are affected by external factors outside our control, are subject to
known or unknown site-specific risks and uncertainties or involve a degree of complexity in
delivering the scheme which would make it unreasonable for us to provide an upfront charge, we
will provide you with a high-level bespoke estimate.

The high-level bespoke estimate will be designed to fairly recover the costs incurred in delivering
the scheme. It will consist of a brief description of the works involved and a site-specific budget
price estimate for the whole scheme, taking into account the level of detail and information
available to us at the time.

Should you decide to proceed with the scheme, based on the bespoke estimate, it will be
delivered on a rechargeable basis with any savings achieved returned to you and any additional
costs incurred payable by you.

Instances where you will be offered a bespoke price estimate include, but are not limited to:

e Laying of water mains:
o 300mm or greater in diameter, or
o involving valve complexes; or
o requiring a shut down or supply interruption to sensitive organisations or a
significant number of customers.

e Where entry to lay or access to the pipe is required through:

o land in multiple ownership or occupation;

o land designated or planned for premium use;

o land subject to protracted negotiation or dispute; and

o land owned by a protected undertaker (e.g. land owned by Network Rail or the
Crown, rivers or motorways).

o Where laying the main would involve crossing a river or motorway.

o Where we are unable to serve statutory notice for the works or require the consent of a
‘protected undertaker'. E.g. crossing land owned by Network Rail, the Ministry of Justice,
the Ministry of Defence or the Crown.

e Where ground conditions are particularly difficult (e.g. excavation of rock or artificially
hard material) or require temporary or specialist works.

o Where the work to be carried out is close to or in land with particular environmental,
historical or archaeological characteristics or in a flood plain.

o Where services or other utility assets (including our own) are discovered or known to be
located in close proximity.

o Where the works involved are subject to third party or consenting authority restrictions,
constraints or refusals (such as night working).

o Where road closures affect major junctions or where high speed traffic management is
required.

There may be occasions where providing an indicative estimate is not possible or where the
estimate will not meet the degree of confidence desired by you. In such cases, we will discuss
with you the best way to proceed.

Wastewater requisitions and sewer diversions

Where you requisition a sewer or request a sewer diversion from us (under sections 98 or 185 of
the Water Industry Act 1991) we will offer you a price for the scheme based on the fixed charges
set out in these charging arrangements if the construction work required is simple.

That is:

e The total length of sewer (gravity and pumped) is less than 100m in length.

e Any gravity sewer is no more than 300mm in diameter or deeper than 3m.

e Any pumped sewer is no more than 80mm in diameter or deeper than 1.5m.

e The ground conditions require no temporary or specialist works.

o All waste excavated is classified as inert.

o Where entry to lay or access the pipe is through land that:
o Is owned and occupied by a single legal interest;
o Is scrubland, moorland or bare agricultural land which is pasture or arable; and
o Has no hope of development premium hope value.

o Where we are able to serve statutory notice for the works and do not require the consent
of a ‘protected undertaker’.

Where the included works are affected by external factors outside our control, are subject to
known and unknown site-specific risks and uncertainties or involve a degree of complexity in
delivering the scheme which would make it unreasonable for us to provide you with an upfront
charge, we will work with you using our stage gate process.

o pumping stations or treatment works;

dewatering of ground water;
the provision of site security;
work where the construction period is greater than 12 months;
work with restricted access;
work with constraints such as night working or other restrictions;
work being carried out close to or in land with environmental, historical or
archaeological characteristics or in a flood plain;
o where road closures affect major junctions or where high-speed traffic
management is appropriate;
o where entry to lay or access the pipe is required through:

The environmental incentive is available for those developer customers who commit to zero

surface water discharge into our existing or proposed network, giving the duel outcome of

benefitting the environment and lowering the charge paid. Customers that wish to claim the credit

against the infrastructure charge will need to provide information on the applicable plots.

We previously presented this as an alternative sewerage infrastructure charge that would be paid
in such circumstances (i.e. where the new connection results in zero surface water drainage).
This year, reflecting Ofwat’s forthcoming common framework for environmental incentives, we
are instead presenting the credit that would apply by claiming this environmental incentive. The
level of credit presented in Table 8-2 is against the infrastructure charge that would be paid for

connections that include an agreed SuDS scheme (which most development sites will be

required to include, in order to obtain planning permission).

This change also ensures consistency of presentation with our water infrastructure charges and
associated environmental incentive. This change has not affected the level of these charges.

3 We expect to update the application process for this environmental incentive in advance of 1 April
